A Redeem at Waste To Energy Plant

A Neighbors Transport Debris

A Neighborhood Council Sets Value

AlIssue # of Passes As Per Application

A Maximum Duration - Two Weeks

A Alteration of Dump Passes render them INVALID
A Record of Participants

A 4 out of 10 dump passes are not used.

AMust set up an account with outside recyclers

ANeighborhoods receive money for valuable
recyclables

AMust be in conjunction with Roll-Off dumpster
event

ACan collect reusable goods
